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FIELD DAY SPONSORSHIP AGREEMENT

 This AGREEMENT made and entered this ___ day of __________, 200​​__ by and between North Carolina State University c/o College of Agriculture and Life Sciences (“ UNIVERSITY”) and _________________________ (“SPONSOR”), whose principal place of business is __________________________________________________ __________________________________.

WITNESSETH

A.    UNIVERSITY owns all rights, title, and interests in certain facilities and property and has the power to enter into this Agreement;

B.     SPONSOR desires to use the described facility for the purpose of co-sponsoring a Field Day with the UNIVERSITY’s College of Agriculture and Life Sciences; 

C.     UNIVERSITY desires to permit SPONSOR to use the facility for purposes of co-sponsoring a Field Day with its College of Agriculture and Life Sciences; and

D.    The Event contemplated by this Agreement is of mutual interest and benefit to the UNIVERSITY and the SPONSOR, and will further the UNIVERSITY’s land grant mission of teaching, research, and extension.

For and in consideration of the mutual promises contained in this Agreement and subject to its terms and the conditions, the parties agree as follows:

1.     The UNIVERSITY agrees to allow the SPONSOR to use the following portions and no other of the property known as ___________________________ (“FACILITY”) which is owned by the UNIVERSITY.

2.     TERM - The term is for the following day or days and the period during each day as stated:

3.    USE - The SPONSOR has the right to occupy and use the FACILITY for the following field day : ______________________________________________ (“EVENT”).

4.     PERSONAL - This Agreement is personal, and the SPONSOR may not assign this Agreement nor sublet the FACILITY without the prior written consent of the UNIVERSITY.
5.     VENDORS and EXHIBITORS - The UNIVERSITY allows the SPONSOR to use designated spaces at the FACILITY for exhibitor and vendor displays.  The SPONSOR shall be responsible for vendor and exhibitor registration and shall charge a fee of no more than $_______ for each registration.  SPONSOR will ensure that the exhibitors and vendors have necessary, appropriate, and valid insurance to cover all injuries and damages that may result from participating in the EVENT.  Exhibitors and vendors may set up their materials, displays, and equipment starting at _________ a.m. on ____________.  All materials, displays, and equipment must be removed from the FACILITY by ___________ p.m. on __________. 

6.   EQUIPMENT - Equipment may be operated so long as its operation does not endanger attendees, guests, and exhibitors, or cause undue or unreasonable annoyance.  The UNIVERSITY reserves the right to shutdown any machine or demonstration it deems dangerous.

7.   MEALS - _____________ will  provide food and non-alcoholic beverages for consumption at the FACILITY for the EVENT.  The sale, consumption, and distribution of alcohol is strictly prohibited.

8.    PROMOTION and MARKETING - The SPONSOR will promote and market the EVENT in coordination with the UNIVERSITY.

9.    FEES - The SPONSOR may charge a fee for guests at the EVENT.  This fee will be $______ per person  The UNIVERSITY will provide a list of the people’s names to the SPONSOR prior to the day of the EVENT for THE SPONSOR TO APPROVE FOR free admission. 
10.   REPAIRS - The SPONSOR is responsible for any and all damage to the FACILITY, buildings, grounds, and fields caused by the acts of its officers, agents, and employees.  The SPONSOR will leave the property in the same condition as existed when its use commenced.  SPONSOR shall not make any temporary or permanent modifications to the FACILITY without the prior written consent of the UNIVERSITY.

11.     SECURITY - All watchmen or other protective services desired by the SPONSOR must be arranged for through a separate agreement with the UNIVERSITY at the SPONSOR’s cost.  The UNIVERSITY assumes no responsibility for any property placed in or at the FACILITY by SPONSOR, its employees and agents, and the vendors and exhibitors.

12.    TRASH COLLECTION - The UNIVERSITY is responsible for trash collection at the conclusion of the EVENT.

13.     PARKING - The UNIVERSITY is responsible for providing parking spaces and for directing traffic in and out of the FACILITY for the EVENT.

14.     ABANDONED PROPERTY - Any property left in the FACILITY shall, after a period of ten days from the EVENT, be deemed abandoned and becomes property of the UNIVERSITY to be disposed of or utilized at the UNIVERSITY’s sole discretion.

FORCE MAJEURE - If the FACILITY is rendered unsuitable for the conduct of the EVENT by reason of Force Majeure, the UNIVERSITY may terminate this Agreement by written notice following such casualty and the UNIVERSITY is not be responsible for any damages sustained by SPONSOR.  Force Majeure shall mean fire, earthquake, hurricane, flood, act of God, strikes, work stoppages, or other labor disturbances, riots or civil commotion, war or other act of any foreign nation, power of government, or governmental agency or authority, or any other cause like or unlike any cause mentioned which is beyond the control of the UNIVERSITY.

16. LIABILITY - (a)  The liability of the UNIVERSITY, as an agency of the State of North Carolina, for bodily injury, property damage, and any other matter sounding in tort is limited by the North Carolina Tort Claims Act, Article 31, sec. 143-291.

(b)  The SPONSOR must indemnify and save harmless the UNIVERSITY, its officers, its agents, and its employees from all loss, cost and expenses arising out of any liability, claim of liability, for injury or damages to persons or property sustained or claimed to have been sustained by anyone, by reason of the use or occupancy of the FACILITY for the EVENT, whether such use is authorized or not, or by  any act or omission of SPONSOR or any of its officers, agents, employees and SPONSOR shall pay for any and all damage to the property of the UNIVERSITY, or loss or theft of such property, done or caused by such persons, unless such liability is due to the sole negligence of employees of the UNIVERSITY.

INSURANCE - SPONSOR must include a certificate of insurance of its comprehensive liability insurance policy, providing coverage for any personal injury or property damage that may occur as a result of the EVENT as a part of this Agreement.  Providing and maintaining adequate insurance coverage are  material to this Agreement.
18.
RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES - The SPONSOR, its officers, its agents, and its employees are independent contractors and have no employment relationship, joint venture, or partnership with the UNIVERSITY with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement. It is understood that appropriate program faculty, technicians, graduate students and other university staff typically and routinely help with, teach, demonstrate, and provide general and specific assistance in cooperation with the sponsor in preparing for and conducting a successful field day event. While so doing, it is understood that they are functioning as representatives of the university and not as representatives of the sponsor.

SEVERABILITY - The terms of this Agreement are severable such that if one or more provisions are declared illegal, void, or unenforceable, the remainder of the provisions continue to be valid and enforceable.

GOVERNING LAW - This Agreement is governed by and construed under the laws of the State of North Carolina, which is also the forum for any lawsuit arising from or incident to this Agreement.

PERSONAL IDENTIFIERS:  If the UNIVERSITY provides the SPONSOR with personal identifiers as listed in North Carolina General Statute 132-1.10 or any other legally confidential information, SPONSOR hereby certifies that, pursuant to NCGS 132-1.10, collection of social security number information or other legally confidential information from UNIVERSITY is necessary for the performance of SPONSOR duties and responsibilities on behalf of the UNIVERSITY.  SPONSOR further certifies that it shall maintain the confidential and exempt status of any such social security number information, as required by subsection (c)(1) of the statute.
